e Both the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) and the Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) represent a historic
investment in the mission of the Agency and are designed to have a significant impact on the health and
environment in communities across the country.

e EPA is grateful for the work of the White House, Congress, and all Committees for their support of the
important work of the Agency.

e The Agency is dedicated to implementing and managing all apportioned resources from BIL and IRA with

transparency, efficiency, and effectiveness in order to achieve and deliver meaningful results for the

American people.

e EPA is a ~$10 billion a year agency that has over $130 billion to deploy thanks to President Biden & Congressional
leadership
— S60 billion appropriated from the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL)
— $41.5 billion appropriated fromthe Inflation Reduction Act (IRA)
— ~S30 billion in expected revenue from re-instated Superfund tax provisionsin both BIL & IRA

e EPA has already deployed over $7.2 billion in BIL funding:
— $4.7 billion in SRF capitalization grants
— $1 billion for over 2,500 electric and clean school buses across nearly 400 school districts including 3 territories

e EPA was the first agency to award IRA funding when we announced $53 million last November for community air
monitoring projects — the nation’s largest investment in air monitoring — thanks to the IRA ($30 million) and the
American Rescue Plan (523 million)

e In addition to the BIL funding, EPA is now moving quickly to implement IRA programs, many of which are new and
highly complex. EPA remains on track to make most of the funding available for application this year.

IRAOVERVIEW

 The IRA makes historic investments in climate action that are expected to reduce U.S.

emissions ~40% by 2030, while supporting disadvantaged communities and the clean

energy industrial base.

* IRA investments are designed to drive significant emissions reductions over the next

decade while also laying the groundwork for long-term decarbonization in hard-to-abate

sectors.

* EPA is playing a key role in delivering these programs. The Agency received $41.5 billion

in appropriated funds and expects to receive billions in future revenue from reinstating

the Superfund Tax on oil and gas production.

IRARESOURCESRECAP

EPA received $41.5 billion in appropriations to support 24 new and existing programs. This makes EPA the second largest recipient of
discretionary funding after USDA. Additionally, Superfund will receive ~$11.7+ billion in tax revenues.

Six new EPA programs account for 98% of this total funding:

e Greenhouse Gas Reduction Fund ($27 billion) — Capitalize existing and new grantees that will invest in emission reduction projects
at the state and local level.

e Climate Pollution Reduction Grants ($5 billion) — Provide grants to states, territories, municipalities, and Tribes to develop plans to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions and implement those plans. At least one grant will go to an eligible entity in every state.

e Environmental and Climate Justice Block Grants ($3 billion) — Fund community-based nonprofit organizations to support a wide
range of climate and environmental justice activities.

e Grants to Reduce Air Pollution at Ports ($3 billion) — Award rebates and grants for ports to purchase and install zero-emission
technology and develop climate action plans.

e Methane Emissions Reduction Program ($1.5 billion) — Fund grants and technical assistance to accelerate emissions reduction
from petroleum and natural gas systems. Also establish a methane waste emissions charge starting at $900 per ton in 2024 and
increasing to $1,500 per ton by 2026.

e Clean Heavy-Duty Vehicles ($1 billion) — Provide grants, rebates, and contract support to replace heavy-duty vehicles with zero
emission alternatives. $400 million is specifically for nonattainment areas.
